GRACE MANOR: 

 As of December 11,2025, Public Health declared the Influenza Outbreak on 3N (Meadow Lane) over. 

 Harmony House still continued on Respiratory Outbreak. 

 General visitors on Harmony House are NOT allowed to visit at this time, ONLY Essential Caregivers.

 Residents are ONLY allowed to leave the neighbourhood for essential services, as directed by Public Health.

 We kindly ask that essential caregivers follow all Infection Prevention and Control (IPAC) measures in place  

to help keep everyone safe and healthy while visiting their loved ones and also to help reduce the spread of  

infection in the home.

 

FAITH MANOR: 

 

 On November 27, 2025, Public Health declared a Suspect Respiratory Outbreak on the 1st floor

/neighbourhood. This was upgraded to a CONFIRMED Respiratory Outbreak (COVID-19) on November 28,  

2025 for the 1st floor/ Garden Neighbourhood and 5th floor/ Rainbow Neighbourhood. 

 General visitors are NOT allowed to visit at this time, ONLY Essential Caregivers. 

 Residents are ONLY allowed to leave the neighbourhood for essential services, as directed by Public Health. 

 We kindly ask that essential caregivers follow all Infection Prevention and Control (IPAC) measures in place  

to help keep everyone safe and healthy while visiting their loved ones and also to help reduce the spread of
